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NOTICE: To the extent that this statement concludes that take of any threatened or endangered
species of migratory bird will result from the agency action for which consultation is being made,
the Service will not refer the incidental take of any such migratory bird for prosecution under the
Migratory Bird Treaty Act of 1918, as amended (16 U.S.C. 703-712), or the Bald Eagle Protection
Act of 1940, as amended (16 U.S. C. 668-668d), if such take is in compiiance with the terms and
conditions (including amount and/or number) specified herein.

CONSERVATION RECOMMENDATIONS

Section 7(a)(1) of the Act directs Federal agencies to utilize their authorities to further the purposes
of the Act by carrying out conservation programs for the benefit of endangered and threatened
species. The term conservation recommendations has been defined as Service suggestions regarding
discretionary agency activities to minimize or avoid adverse effects of a proposed action on listed
species or critical habitat or regarding the development of information. The recommendations
provided here relate only to the proposed action and do not necessarily represent complete
fulfillment of the agency's 7(a)(1) responsibility for these species.

1. Reclamation should reestablish and operate the discontinued USGS stream gage (09505550)
2.2 miles downstream from Beaver Creek.

9 Reclamation should consider conducting/or providing funding for additional surveying and
monitoring of southwestern willow flycatcher habitat on the Verde River.

In order for the Service to be kept informed of actions that either minimize or avoid adverse effects
or that benefit listed species or their habitats, the Service requests notification of the implementation
of any conservation recommendations.

REINITIATION NOTICE

This concludes formal consultation on implementation of the proposed water assignment of CAP
allocations from Camp Verde and Cottonwood to Scottsdale. As required by 50 CFR 402.16,
reinitiation of formal consultation is required where discretionary Federal agency involvement or
control over the action has been maintain (or is authorized by law) and if: (1) the amount of the
incidental take statement is exceeded; (2) new information reveals effects of the agency action that
may affect listed species or critical habitat in a manner or to an exterit not considered in this opinion;
(3) the agency action is subsequently modified in a manner that causes effect to the listed species or
critical habitat that was not considered in this opinion; or (4) 2 new species is listed or critical habitat
is designated that may be affected by the action. In instances where the amount or extent of
incidental take is exceeded, any operations causing such take must cease pending reinitiation.
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We appreciate the efforts of the Bureau of Reclamation in conserving the Verde River ecosystem.
